Central topics were the use of electronic music in games, movies and commercials, the endless opportunities with mobile phone applications and how to connect to your audience in an ever changing world.

ADE Next was also launched this year as a new platform for the next generation of DJ’s and producers to help them get started in the music industry. Taking place on Saturday 24th October, ADE NEXT featured a host top DJ’s, producers and industry professionals on hand during the day to help the next generation get started including; Dirty Vegas (GB), Dan Tait (Pioneer, GB), Josh Gabriel (US), Gene Ferris (US), Michel de Hey (NL), Benny Rodrigues (NL), Speedy J (NL), ISIS (NL), Promo (NL) and Radio Slave (DE).
And finally and but by no means least the festival offered a cross section of the best that electronic music has to offer with performances by over 700 artists at 40 different venues in the city of Amsterdam.
